Laporan Pasaran Harta Tanah 2024 menyerlahkan
prestasi yang luar biasa, merekodkan bilangan
dan nilai transaksi harta tanah tertinggi di Malaysia
sepanjang sedekad yang lalu. Pertumbuhan yang
memberangsangkan ini didorong oleh pengembangan
yang teguh dalam aktiviti pasaran merentasi semua
subsektor. Bilangan dan nilai transaksi masing-masing
meningkat sebanyak 5.4% dan 18.0%, mencapai
420,545 transaksi bernilai RM232.30 bilion, berbanding
2023 (399,008 transaksi bernilai RM196.83 bilion).

Pencapaian tertinggi pasaran harta tanah ini disokong
oleh pertumbuhan kukuh ekonomi Malaysia dan
sokongan berterusan kerajaan, termasuk pelaksanaan
Pelan Induk Perindustrian Baharu 2030 (NIMP 2030),
Pelan Hala Tuju Peralihan Tenaga Nasional, dan
Rancangan Malaysia Kedua Belas. Aktiviti pasaran
terus disokong oleh bilangan transaksi yang kukuh di
hampir semua negeri, khususnya di Kelantan, yang
mengalami pertumbuhan ketara melebihi 96%, berikutan
pelaksanaan sepenuhnya permohonan dan pembayaran
duti setem melalui Sistem Penilaian dan Pembayaran
Duti Setem (STAMPS).

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1.0 OVERVIEW OF THE PROPERTY MARKET

The Property Market Report 2024 highlights exceptional
performance, recorded the highest volume and value
of property transactions in Malaysia over the past
decade. This impressive growth was fueled by a robust
expansion in market activities across all sub-sectors.
The volume and value of transactions expanded by
5.4% and 18.0%, respectively, reaching 420,545
transactions worth RM232.30 billion, compared to 2023
(399,008 transactions worth RM196.83 billion).

The highest achievement of the property market was
supported by the strong growth of Malaysia’s economy
and the continuous government support, including the
full implementation of the New Industrial Master Plan
2030 (NIMP 2030), the National Energy Transition
Roadmap, and the Twelve Malaysia Plan. Market
activity was further supported by strong transaction
volumes across nearly all states, particularly in Kelantan,
which experienced a substantial growth exceeding
96%, following the fully implementation of stamping
applications and stamp duty payments through Stamp
Duty Assessment and Payment System (STAMPS).
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Subsektor kediaman terus berkembang dan
mengukuhkan kedudukannya sebagai penyumbang
terbesar kepada aktiviti transaksi negara, mencatat
pertumbuhan marginal bagi kedua-dua bilangan dan nilai.
Mengikut julat harga, segmen harga melebihi RM1.0 juta
mencatatkan pertumbuhan tertinggi 15.0%, manakala
julat harga yang lain menunjukkan peningkatan lebih
sederhana. Pertumbuhan ini boleh dikaitkan dengan
inisiatif kerajaan yang digariskan dalam Belanjawan
2024, yang telah meningkatkan keyakinan pasaran

The residential sub-sector sustained its expansion and
solidified its position as the largest contributor to the
national transaction activity, recording a marginal growth
in both volume and value. By price range, the segment
above RM1.0 million recorded the highest growth at
15.0%, while other price ranges showed more modest
increases. This growth can be attributed to government
initiatives outlined in Budget 2024, which increased
confidence in the property market, including the easing
of requirements for the Malaysia My Second Home
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harta tanah, termasuk pelonggaran syarat bagi program
Malaysia Rumah Keduaku (MM2H). Sebagai tambahan,
prestasi kukuh subsektor komersial berperanan sebagai
pemangkin kepada aktiviti transaksi dengan peningkatan
ketara bilangan dan nilai masing-masing sebanyak 13.6%
dan 51.6%, berbanding tahun sebelumnya.

Additionally, strong performance in the
commercial sub-sector acted as a catalyst for transaction
activity with significant increases of 13.6% and 51.6%
in value and volume, respectively, as compared to the
previous year.
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Pertumbuhan pasaran harta tanah 2024 disokong penuh
oleh pelaksanaan pelbagai usaha dan inisiatif kerajaan
untuk memacu ekonomi Malaysia dan pada masa yang
sama merangsang pengembangan pasaran harta tanah
di seluruh negara melalui Kerangka Ekonomi MADANI.
Beberapa inisiatif yang digariskan di bawah Bajet 2023
dan 2024 oleh kerajaan menjadi pemangkin kepada aktiviti
pasaran harta tanah yang mampan, antaranya adalah:

i. Pengecualian duti setem ke atas surat cara pindah
milik dan perjanjian pinjaman untuk pembelian
rumah pertama berharga sehingga RM500,000
oleh warganegara Malaysia dikekalkan sehingga 31
Disember 2025.

ii. Penubuhan kawasan perindustrian berteknologi tinggi
di Kerian, Perak Utara, bagi membina ekosistem lebih
luas untuk kluster E&E di Wilayah Utara.

iii. Peruntukan RM546 juta bagi meneruskan pelaksanaan
36 Program Perumahan Rakyat (PPR), termasuk
projek baharu di Kluang, Johor dan 15 lagi projek
PPR dijangka akan siap serta akan memberi manfaat
kepada 5,100 bakal penduduk baharu.

iv. Peruntukan RM358 juta akan disalurkan untuk
meneruskan pembinaan 3,500 unit rumah di bawah
14 Program Rumah Mesra Rakyat.

v. Menyediakan jaminan sehingga RM10 bilion di bawah
Skim Jaminan Kredit Perumahan (SJKP) yang akan
memberi manfaat kepada 40,000 peminjam.

The growth in 2024 property market is highly supported
by the implementation of various government efforts and
initiatives to drive Malaysia’s economy and simultaneously
stimulating the expansion of the property market
nationwide through the MADANI Economy Framework.
Several initiatives which were outlined under Budget
2023 and 2024 by the government become a catalyst to
the sustainable property market activities, among others:

i. The full stamp duty exemption on the instrument of
transfer and loan agreement for the purchase of the
first residential home priced up to RM500,000 by
Malaysian citizens remained until December 31, 2025.

ii. Establishment of a high-tech industrial area in Kerian,
Northen Perak, to widen the E&E cluster ecosystem
in the Northen Region.

ii. The allocation of RM546 million to continue the
implementation of 36 Program Perumahan Rakyat
(PPR), including new project in Kluang, Johor, and
another 15 PPR projects, is expected to be completed,
and this are expected to benefit 5,100 potential new
residents.

iv. The allocation of RM358 million will be channeled to
continue the construction of 3,500 housing units under
the 14 Program Rumah Mesra Rakyat.

v. Provide guarantees of up to RM10 billion under Skim
Jaminan Kredit Perumahan (SJKP), which will benefit
40,000 borrowers.



vi. Mengenakan duti setem dengan kadar rata 4%
ke atas transaksi dokumen pemilikan tanah oleh
bukan warganegara dan syarikat milik asing, kecuali
individu berstatus pemastautin tetap di Malaysia.

vii. Melonggarkan syarat program Malaysia My Second
Home (MM2H) bagi menarik lebih ramai pelancong
dan pelabur asing ke dalam negara.

2.0 AKTIVITI PASARAN HARTA TANAH

Prestasi pasaran harta tanah terus kukuh, disokong
oleh keadaan ekonomi yang stabil dan inisiatif kerajaan
yang bersasar. Sebanyak 420,545 transaksi bernilai
RM232.30 bilion direkodkan, meningkat sebanyak
5.4% dan 18.0% dalam bilangan dan nilai transaksi,
menunjukkan aktiviti pasaran tertinggi di Malaysia
sepanjang sedekad yang lalu. Daripada jumlah transaksi
tersebut, 77.7% (326,784 transaksi) adalah transaksi
tahun 2024, 19.1% (80,487 transaksi) adalah daripada
2023, dan selebihnya terdiri daripada transaksi tahun
sebelumnya.

Prestasi aktiviti pasaran mengikut subsektor meneruskan
momentum peningkatan. Semua subsektor mencatat
pertumbuhan bilangan transaksi tahun ke tahun.
Peningkatan lebih tinggi dicatatkan bagi subsektor
komersial (13.6%) dan tanah pembangunan dan lain-
lain (9.7%). Sementara itu, subsektor industri juga
berkembang pada kadar yang lebih pantas sebanyak
7.7%, didorong oleh permintaan yang mampan bagi
tanah industri kosong di seluruh negara. Subsektor
kediaman dan pertanian menunjukkan pertumbuhan
sederhana masing-masing sebanyak 4.0% dan 4.1%.
Dari segi nilai, semua subsektor mencatat pertumbuhan
yang lebih tinggi, didahului oleh subsektor komersial
(51.6%), tanah pembangunan dan lain-lain (32.7%),
industri (16.4%), kediaman (5.9%), dan pertanian
(4.8%).

Subsektor kediaman mengekalkan syer terbesar transaksi
harta tanah keseluruhan, dengan menyumbang 62.0%
bilangan transaksi. Ini diikuti dengan subsektor pertanian
(18.7%), komersial (10.9%), tanah pembangunan dan
lain-lain (6.3%), dan industri (2.1%). Begitu juga, dari
segi nilai, kediaman mendahului dengan 46.0% syer,
diikuti oleh komersial (25.0%), industri (12.0%), tanah
pembangunan dan lain-lain (8.6%), dan pertanian
(8.4%).

vi. Impose of a flat rate stamp duty of 4% on the transfer
of land ownership documents by non-citizens and
foreign-owned companies, except for individuals with
permanent residency status in Malaysia.

vii. Ease the requirements of Malaysia My Second Home
(MM2H) programme to attract more tourists and
foreign investors to Malaysia.

2.0 PROPERTY MARKET ACTIVITY

The property market performance continues to
strengthen, supported by stable economic conditions
and targeted government initiatives. A total of 420,545
transactions worth RM232.30 billion were recorded,
expanded by 5.4% and 18.0% in volume and value of
transactions, showing the highest market activities in
Malaysia over the past decade. Of the total transactions,
77.7% (326,784 transactions) were transfers dated in
2024, 19.1% (80,487 transactions) were from 2023,
and the remaining share consisted of transfers from
previous years.

Sectoral market activity performance continued its
upward momentum. All subsectors recorded year-
on-year growth in the volume of transactions. Higher
increases were observed for the commercial subsector
(13.6%) and development land and others (9.7%).
Meanwhile, the industrial subsector also grew at a
faster pace by 7.7%, driven by sustained demand for
vacant industrial land nationwide. The residential and
agricultural subsectors show modest growth of 4.0%
and 4.1%, respectively. On the value front, all sub-
sectors recorded higher growth, led by the commercial
sub-sector (51.6%), followed by development land and
others (32.7%), industrial (16.4%), residential (5.9%),
and agricultural (4.8%).

The residential sub-sector retained the largest share
of the overall property transactions, with a 62.0%
contribution in volume. This was followed by agriculture
(18.7%), commercial (10.9%), development land and
others (6.3%), and industrial (2.1%). Similarly, in value,
residential took the lead with a 46.0% share, followed
by commercial (25.0%), industrial (12.0%), development
land and others (8.6%), and agriculture (8.4%).

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2.1 HARTA TANAH KEDIAMAN
Transaksi

Aktiviti pasaran kediaman terus kukuh, mencatat
peningkatan marginal sebanyak 4.0% dalam bilangan dan
5.9% dalam nilai, didorong oleh bilangan transaksi yang
lebih tinggi di semua negeri kecuali Pulau Pinang, Sabah,
Sarawak, Terengganu dan Perlis. Terdapat 260,516
traksaksi bernilai RM106.92 bilion direkodkan pada
tahun 2024 (2023: 250,586 transaksi bernilai RM100.93
bilion). Selangor kekal sebagai penyumbang utama
kepada jumlah keseluruhan transaksi kediaman negara,
menguasai 21.6% (56,167 transaksi) dalam bilangan
dan 29.6% (RM31.68 bilion) dalam nilai transaksi.
Johor menduduki tempat kedua tertinggi dengan 16.3%
bilangan (42,565 transaksi) dan 19.3% (RMZ20.64 bilion)
dalam nilai. Empat negeri utama, iaitu WP Kuala Lumpur,
Johor, Selangor, dan Pulau Pinang, menyumbang lebih
50% daripada bilangan transaksi kediaman negara.

Rumah mampu milik yang berharga RM300,000 dan
ke bawah terus menunjukkan permintaan yang tinggi,
menyumbang 52.5% daripada jumlah transaksi kediaman
keseluruhan. Julat harga RM300,001 hingga RM500,000
menduduki tempat kedua dengan 24.5%, diikuti oleh
RM500,001 hingga RM1 juta sebanyak 17.5%, dan rumah
berharga melebihi RM1 juta sebanyak 5.5%. Mengikut
jenis harta, permintaan kekal kukuh bagi rumah teres,
yang menyumbang 43.1% daripada jumlah transaksi
kediaman. Ini diikuti dengan plot kosong sebanyak
16.0%, unit bertingkat tinggi (13.9%), rumah/flat kos
rendah (10.5%), rumah berkembar (7.7%), dan jenis harta
tanah yang lain. Daripada jumlah transaksi harta tanah
kediaman, 17.0% adalah daripada transaksi pasaran
utama (pembelian terus daripada pemaju), manakala
bakinya 83.0% adalah daripada transaksi pasaran
sekunder (sub-jualan).

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2.1 RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY
Transaction

Residential market activity continued to strengthen,
recording a marginal increase of 4.0% in volume and 5.9%
in value, driven by higher transaction volume in all states
except Pulau Pinang, Sabah, Sarawak, Terengganu, and
Perlis. There were 260,516 transactions worth RM106.92
billion recorded in 2024 (2023: 250,586 transactions
worth RM100.93 billion). Selangor sustained as the main
contributor to the national total, capturing 21.6% (56,167
transactions) in volume and 29.6% (RM31.68 billion) in
value. Johor ranked second highest with 16.3% (42,565
transactions) in volume and 19.3% (RM20.64 billion) in
value. The four major states, namely WP Kuala Lumpur,
Johor, Selangor, and Pulau Pinang, formed over 50% of
the total national residential volume transactions.

Affordable houses priced at RM300,000 and below
continued to see strong demand, making up 52.5%
of total residential transactions. The RM300,001 to
RM500,000 price range ranked second at 24.5%, followed
by RM500,001 to RM1 million at 17.5%, and houses
priced over RM1 million at 5.5%. By property type,
demand remained strongest for terraced houses, which
accounted for 43.1% of total residential transactions. This
was followed by vacant plots at 16.0%, high-rise units
(13.9%), low-cost houses/flats (10.5%), semi-detached
houses (7.7%), and other property types. Of the total
residential property transactions, 17.0% were from the
primary market transactions (purchases directly from
developers), while the remaining 83.0% were from the
secondary market transactions (sub-sales).

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Pelancaran Baharu

Prestasi pasaran utama semakin kukuh, didorong oleh
pertumbuhan positif unit dilancarkan di semua negeri
kecuali Perlis. Pada tahun 2024, sejumlah 75,784 unit
telah dilancarkan, berbanding 56,526 unit pada tahun
2023. Pertumbuhan ini boleh dikaitkan dengan insentif
kerajaan yang berterusan dan sokongan bagi pemilikan
rumah, khususnya kepada pembeli kali pertama, serta
pertumbuhan ekonomi Malaysia yang kukuh, yang
meningkatkan keyakinan dalam pasaran harta tanah.
Namun begitu, prestasi jualan menunjukkan sedikit
penurunan, dengan kadar jualan 37.3%, berkurangan
daripada 40.4% pada tahun 2023.

Selangor mendahului dalam pelancaran baharu,
menyumbang 19.6% (14,862 unit) daripada jumlah
keseluruhan negara, dengan prestasi jualan 35.1%. Johor
mengikuti rapat sebagai penyumbang kedua tertinggi,
dengan 18.7% (14,147 unit) dan prestasi jualan yang lebih
kukuh sebanyak 53.2%. WP Kuala Lumpur dikedudukan
ketiga, dengan 10.3% (7,840 unit) daripada jumlah
keseluruhan, mencapai prestasi jualan sebanyak 38.0%.

New Launches

The performance of the primary market strengthened,
driven by positive growth in units launched across all
states except for Perlis. In 2024, a total of 75,784 units
were launched, compared to 56,526 units in 2023.
This growth can be attributed to ongoing government
incentives and support for homeownership, particularly
for first-time buyers, as well as Malaysia’s strong
economic growth, which boosted confidence in the
property market. Nevertheless, sales performance saw
a slight decline, with a 37.3% sales rate, down from
40.4% in 2023.

Selangor led in new launches, accounting for 19.6%
(14,862 units) of the national total, with a sales
performance of 35.1%. Johor followed closely as the
second-highest contributor, with 18.7% (14,147 units)
and a stronger sales performance of 53.2%. WP Kuala
Lumpur ranked third, with 10.3% (7,840 units) of the
total, achieving a sales performance of 38.0%.

Situasi unit siap dibina tidak terjual bertambah baik
pada tahun 2024 apabila jumlahnya berkurangan secara
beransur-ansur. Terdapat 23,149 unit siap dibina tidak
terjual bernilai RM13.94 bilion direkodkan, menurun
sebanyak 10.3% dan 21.2% dalam bilangan dan nilai
berbanding tahun 2023 (25,816 unit siap dibina tidak
terjual bernilai RM17.68 bilion).

Prestasi mengikut negeri menunjukkan WP Kuala Lumpur
mencatat jumlah unit siap dibina tidak terjual tertinggi
dalam negara, menyumbang 18.3% (4,234 unit) daripada
jumlah keseluruhan. lanya diikuti Johor (2,964 unit),
Perak (2,844 unit), dan Pulau Pinang (2,796 unit). Dari
segi nilai, WP Kuala Lumpur mendahului dengan RM3.38
bilion, diikuti oleh Johor (RM2.89 bilion), Pulau Pinang
(RM2.09 bilion), dan Selangor (RM1.59 bilion).

Kondominium dan pangsapuri menyumbang hampir 60.0%
(13,900 unit) daripada unit siap dibina tidak terjual negara,
diikuti rumah teres yang menyumbang 23.5% (5,445 unit).
Unit kondominium dan pangsapuri di kawasan utama,
terutamanya di Daerah Johor Bahru, Mukim Setapak,
Mukim Batu, dan Seksyen 1-100 di WP Kuala Lumpur,
mendominasi unit siap dibina terjual, mewakili 27.0% (6,246
unit) daripada jumlah unit siap dibina tidak terjual negara.

Terraced houses continued their expansion, remaining the
dominant property type in new launches. Single storey
terraces (16,621 units) and two to three storey terraces
(23,462 units) collectively made up 52.9% of the total
units, with the majority located in Johor. Condominium/
apartment units came in second, contributing another
31.7% (23,995 units) of the total units, mostly in WP Kuala
Lumpur and Selangor.
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Market Status

The residential overhang situation improved in 2024
as the numbers gradually reduced. There were 23,149
overhang units worth RM13.94 billion recorded, decreased
by 10.3% and 21.2% in volume and value, respectively,
compared to 2023 (25,816 overhang units worth RM17.68
billion).

The performance by state observed WP Kuala Lumpur
recorded the highest numbers of overhang units in the
country, accounting for 18.3% (4,234 units) of the total. It
was followed by Johor (2,964 units), Perak (2,844 units),
and Pulau Pinang (2,796 units). In terms of value, WP
Kuala Lumpur led with RM3.38 billion, followed by Johor
(RM2.89 billion), Pulau Pinang (RM2.09 billion), and
Selangor (RM1.59 billion).

Condominiums and apartments accounted for nearly
60.0% (13,900 units) of the national residential overhang,
followed by terraced houses, which made up 23.5%
(5,445 units). Condominium and apartment units in key
areas, particularly in the Johor Bahru District, Mukim
Setapak, Mukim Batu, and Section 1-100 in WP Kuala
Lumpur, dominated the overhang, representing 27.0%
(6,246 units) of the national overhang total.

Sebaliknya, jumlah unit dalam pembinaan belum terjual dan
belum dibina belum terjual kurang menggalakkan apabila
jumlahnya meningkat masing-masing sebanyak 19.2%
kepada 60,934 unit (2023: 51,132 unit) dan 4.4% kepada
8,274 unit (2023: 7,926 unit). Bagi unit dalam pembinaan
belum terjual, kebanyakannya direkodkan di Perak (9,030
unit), Selangor (8,607 unit), dan Pulau Pinang (7,723 unit).

By price range, houses in the affordable price range of
below RM300,000 contributed 32.9% of the total. The
price range between RM300,001 and RM500,000 came in
second, accounting for 28.4% (6,569 units). Meanwhile,
those houses in the price range of RM500,001 to RM1
million formed another 28.1% (6,493 units), followed by
above RM1.0 million, which contributed the remaining
10.6% (2,463 units).

Contrarily, the unsold under construction and not
constructed were less encouraging as the numbers
increased by 19.2% to 60,934 units (2023: 51,132 units)
and 4.4% to 8,274 units (2023: 7,926 units), respectively.
For unsold under construction mostly recorded in Perak
(9,030 units), Selangor (8,607 units) and Pulau Pinang
(7,723 units).
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Residential Market Status by Selected States 2024
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Aktiviti Pembinaan

Dalam segmen pembinaan, rumah siap dibina
menunjukkan pertumbuhan positif, meningkat sebanyak
9.7% kepada 82,135 unit, berbanding 74,893 unit pada
tahun 2023. Selangor kekal sebagai penyumbang
tertinggi, menguasai 20.5% (16,793 unit), diikuti Pulau
Pinang dengan 15.3% (12,539 unit) dan Johor 13.4%
(11,031 unit). (11,031 unit). Mengikut jenis harta tanah,
penawaran menukar tumpuan kepada rumah teres,
yang membentuk 43.5% (35,745 unit) daripada jumlah
keseluruhan negara, diikuti rapat dengan kondominium/
pangsapuri yang menyumbang 35.5% lagi (29,118 unit).

Construction Activity

In the construction segment, housing completions showed
positive growth, rising by 9.7% to 82,135 units, compared
to 74,893 units in 2023. Selangor sustained as the highest
contributor, dominating 20.5% (16,793 units), followed
by Pulau Pinang with 15.3% (12,539 units) and Johor at
13.4% (11,031 units). By property type, supply changed
the focus to terraced houses, which formed 43.5%
(35,745 units) of the national total, followed closely by
condominiums/apartments which formed another 35.5%
(29,118 units).

On a similar note, starts and new planned supply show
increasing numbers by 20.6% (106,236 units) and 24.1%
(100,461 units), respectively. As of year-end, the existing
residential units surpassed 6.3 million, the incoming
supply recorded nearly 0.37 million and the planned
supply exceeded 0.38 million.

Price Movements

The Malaysian House Price Index (MHPI) stood at 225.6
points (average price RM486,678 per unit) in 2024F,
reflecting moderate annual growth of 3.3%. All states
experienced modest annual growth between 0.6% and
5.5%. Kuala Lumpur remained the leader with an average
price of RM803,846 per unit, followed by Selangor at
RM557,425 per unit. Melaka and Perlis continued to
have the lowest average house prices, at RM238,109
and RM239,872 per unit, respectively. All house types

The residential rental market remained robust with
sustained gross yield rates particularly in major states. In
the Central Region, upward movements were recorded
in several high rental demand areas, particularly those
located adjacent to LRT and MRT stations, nearby higher
learning institutions, and served with efficient connectivity.
The rental market for terraced houses and high-rise
units in several schemes in WP Kuala Lumpur obtained
the highest monthly rental rates in the country such as
condominium units in The Binjai On The Park, The Oval,
U Thant Residence, 10 Mont Kiara, Seni Mont Kiara,
and Sunway Vivaldi, fetching between RM10,500 and
RM15,000 per month. Meanwhile, double storey terrace
houses in selected locations such as Damansara Heights,
Desa Park City (Casaman), and Desa Sri Hartamas
obtained a higher rental rate, surpassing RM5,000 per
month.

The rental market in Selangor was largely stable, with
modest growth for terraced houses and high-rise units in
all districts, particularly in Petaling, Klang, Hulu Langat,
and Gombak. Double storey terraced houses and high-
rise units in several schemes particularly those located
urban centres, nearby higher learning institutions, and
served with efficient connectivity, enjoys double digit
rental appreciation.

In the Southern Region, the rental market in Johor,
Melaka, and Negeri Sembilan was largely stable, with
premium properties driving upward trends, mostly high-
rise units and single and double storey terraced houses
in Johor Bahru. Double storey terraces in Johor Bahru
enjoy rental appreciation between 2.6% and 10.0%, with
Horizon Hills fetching a higher rental rate of RM2,900 per
month. Up north, all states showed a stable rental market
with some upward rental growth observed for terraced
houses and high-rise residential in several district such
as Barat Daya dan Seberang Perai in Pulau Pinang and
Ipoh City in Perak.

Construction Activity

On the supply front, construction activity was moderately
active. Starts and new planned supply increased
by 18.9% to 4,952 units and 24.0% to 5,677 units,
respectively. On the other hands, completion declined by
13.6% to 2,911 units as compared to 2023 (3,371 units).
As of year-end, the existing shops exceeded 571,000
units, with nearly 24,000 units in the incoming supply
and almost 30,000 units in the planned supply.

Completion
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Price

The prices of shop remained stable, with several upward
performances observed for major states, particularly
those located in strategic and established locations
in WP Kuala Lumpur, Selangor, and Johor. In Pulau
Pinang prices were mostly stable. By type, three story
shop in Desa Business Park and Desa Kepongi saw
price increases of more than 10.0%, with transactions
ranging from RM1.60 million to RM3.28 million. Similar
price hikes were observed in Klang and Hulu Langat,
Selangor, as well as in Johor Bahru, Johor. Additionally,
two-story shops in Johor Bahru, Selangor, and Pulau
Pinang experienced price increases, particularly those
located in well-established commercial areas with
excellent road connectivity.

Rental

Rentals for ground floor shops were generally stable,
with several upward movements recorded in selected
urban centers. In the Central Region, the rental rate
at Jalan Tuanku Abdul Rahman and Changkat Bukit
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Kuala Lumpur, memperoleh sewa bulanan tertinggi dalam
negara, dengan kadar sewa RM17,000 hingga RM30,000
sebulan. Prestasi sewa di kebanyakan daerah di Selangor
adalah berbeza-beza, dengan kenaikan sewa marginal
dicatatkan di Daerah Petaling, Gombak dan Hulu Langat.

The
situation differs in Pulau Pinang, experiencing a marginal
increase in Seberang Perai Utara, Seberang Perai Tengah
and Timur Laut. New shops with modern designs, such as
Juru Sentral and Pusat Perniagaan Sentral Jaya, manage
to secure the highest rental rates, ranging from RM7,500
to RM9,000 per month.

2.2.2 Serviced Apartment
Transaction

The performance of serviced apartments transactions
recorded strong growth in 2024. The volume and value of
transactions increased by 26.0% to 14,386 transactions
and 39.3% to RM10.59 billion, respectively, as compared
to 2023 (11,416 transactions worth RM7.60 billion). Among
the commercial property, serviced apartments contributed
31.3% and 18.2% of the total commercial property
transaction volume and value, respectively. By state, WP
Kuala Lumpur and Johor dominated the market activity,
capturing 36.2% (4,834 transactions) and 33.1% (4,761
transactions) of the national total.

Construction Activity

On the supply front, construction activity saw strong
growth, following substantial increases in all stages of
development, particularly for starts and new planned
supply. Completion increased by 24.9% to 33,750 units,
while starts and new planned supply rose by more than
double to 39,011 units and 40,105 units, respectively.As
of year-end, the total of existing serviced apartment units
surpassed 420,000 units, with almost 152,000 units in
the incoming supply and more than 146,000 units in the
planned supply.
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Price

Prices of serviced apartments were stable on the whole,
with positive growth recorded in strategic schemes served
with good accessibility. Prices for serviced apartments in
WP Kuala Lumpur manage to secure the highest prices
in the country, which exceeding RM11.00 million in Four
Seasons Place, while Pavilion Residences achieved price
ranging between RM4.90 million and RM6.70 million.
Similar properties in Selangor also experienced price
increases in Petaling and Hulu Langat, transacted below
RM1 million in Petaling, while prices for Hulu Langat were
in the lower range of below RM550,000. In Johor, notable
price movements were primarily observed in Johor Bahru
Districts, where the highest price of RM2.95 million was
recorded at The Astaka @ 1 Bukit Senyum.

Rental

The rental market was generally stable in all major
states, with some upward trend witnessed in a few
schemes. The increases were noted in prominent and
strategic locations, such as 188 Suite, Viva Residency,
and Vogue Suites One, fetching a rental increase of
around 10.0%. Nevertheless, the rental situation differs
in Selangor, which is mostly stable and manages to
secure marginal increments in a few schemes. Likewise,
in Johor Bahru, several schemes enjoy significant rental
appreciation of more than 10.0% for those located near
urban centers and with good accessibility, such as
Citywoods Apartment and Paragon Residence, while
others mostly obtained marginal rental growth. Pulau
Pinang also experienced similar double-digit rental
growth in several schemes in Barat Daya and Seberang
Perai.

The reviewed year recorded several shopping complex
transactions with an accumulative worth of RM2.39
billion; seven in Selangor, three each in WP Kuala
Lumpur and Perak, two in Johor and one each in
Pahang and Pulau Pinang.

Occupancy and Space Availability

The performance of the shopping complex strengthened
with the occupancy rate continuing to rise to 78.8%
(2023: 77.4%), reflecting market resilience. A total of
17.97 million s.m. of existing retail space was recorded
from 1,085 shopping complexes, dominated by Selangor,
WP Kuala Lumpur, and Johor. Seven states achieved
occupancy rates exceeding 80.0%, while Melaka recorded
the lowest occupancy rates in the country, at 64.0%.

Correspondingly, the available space is reduced to 3.82
million s.m. (2023: 4 million s.m.) from the 836 buildings
throughout the country. The availability rate decreased
in tandem to 21.2%. Based on the availability of space,
Selangor recorded the highest number in the country,
dominating 20.4% (0.78 million s.m.) of the national total,
followed by Johor with 17.5% (0.67 million s.m.) and Pulau
Pinang with another 14.1% (0.54 million s.m.).

Rental

Rentals of retail space were generally stable, with several
upward movements shown in selected complexes,
particularly in Klang Valley. In WP Kuala Lumpur, several
shopping centers enjoy significant rental appreciation of
more than 15.0%, namely The Intermark and Kompleks
Wilayah. Meanwhile, Suria KLCC and Pavilion Kuala
Lumpur fetched the highest rental range per month,
exceeded RM2,100 p.s.m. at several levels.

The situations differ in Selangor, which has shown
moderate rental growth in several complexes such as
Citta Mall and Paradigm Mall in Petaling, Klang Parade,
Shaw Centrepoint Complex, and GM Klang in Klang and
D’Pulze Cyberjaya. In Johor and Pulau Pinang, rentals
were also largely stable, with several rental appreciations
charted at selected complexes, due to rental renewal and
strategic locations. Larkin Sentral obtained the highest
rental range per month in Johor, with rental rates from
RM371 p.s.m. to nearly RM600 p.s.m. at their ground
floor level.

Construction Activity

The construction activities recorded fewer completions,
along with a slowdown in the incoming supply. In 2024,
eleven new completions were recorded, offering a
total of 229,270 s.m. of office space into the market,
compared to 398,735 s.m. recorded in 2023. By year-
end, the total existing office space exceeded 25.00
million s.m. across 2,613 buildings. The incoming supply
added nearly 1.07 million s.m. from 38 buildings, while
the planned supply surpassed 0.90 million s.m. across
27 buildings. WP Kuala Lumpur remained as the highest
contributor for office space in the country, contributing
10.26 million s.m. (467 buildings) in the existing market,
with another 0.55 million s.m. (9 buildings) and 0.76
million s.m. (19 buildings) in the incoming and planned
supply, respectively. The following office buildings were
completed in 2024:

The office space rental market improved in rental rates,
with positive momentum witnessed in selected buildings,
particularly with flexible layouts, green-certified buildings,
and strategic locations, while others were largely stable.
In Central Region, the office rental market in WP Kuala
Lumpur charted modest rent growth of more than 6.0%,
such as in Menara Prestige, Campbell Complex, and The
Horizon Bangsar South. Nevertheless, several buildings
experienced a rental decrease of more than 10.0%, such
as Wisma Boustead and Multi-Purpose Buildings.

The office space rental market in Selangor, Johor,
and Pulau Pinang, remained stable across the board.
Several rental appreciations of more than 7.0% charted
in strategic location, such as Medini 6 Iskandar Puteri in
Johor Bahru, The Ascent, Paradigm in Selangor, and NB
Tower, Kompleks Sempilai and Wisma KWSP in Pulau
Pinang, respectively.

Construction activities were strengthened with the
completion of twelve new hotels, offering a total of 2,390
rooms into the market. Starts also increased to 804 rooms

rooms). As of year-end, there were 3,564 hotels/resorts
across the country offering 280,177 rooms in the existing
stock, 86 hotels/resorts (16,928 rooms) in the incoming
supply, and 71 hotels/resorts in the planned supply stage,
anticipated by 13,369 rooms in the future. The newly
completed hotels/resorts in 2024 are as follows:

Transaksi

Sejumlah 8,783 transaksi bernilai RM27.86 bilion
telah direkodkan, menunjukkan peningkatan sebanyak
7.7% dalam bilangan dan kenaikan 16.4% dalam nilai
berbanding 2023 (8,157 transaksi bernilai RM23.94 bilion)
Subsektor industri menyaksikan pengukuhan yang ketara,
didorong oleh pertumbuhan kukuh dalam aktiviti pasaran.
Mengikut jenis, plot kosong dan unit industri, masing-
masing meningkat sebanyak 19.9% dan 20.3%. Rangka

Transaction

A total of 8,783 transactions worth RM27.86 billion were
recorded, reflecting a 7.7% rise in volume and a 16.4%
increase in value compared to 2023 (8,157 transactions
worth RM23.94 billion) The industrial sub-sector saw
significant strengthening, driven by strong growth in
market activity. By type, vacant plots and industrial units,
which increased by 19.9% and 20.3%, respectively. . The
MADANI Economic Framework, which focuses on the
restructuring of Malaysia’s economic agenda, along with
the implementation of key policy plans such as the New
Industrial Master Plan 2030 (NIMP 2030), has begun to
show positive results and support the industrial property
sector transactions.

The industrial overhang situation improved in 2024, with
a gradual decrease in the number of overhang units and
value, reduced by 12.7% and 16.6%, respectively to 705
units with a total value of RMO0.70 billion, respectively
(2023: 808 overhang units worth RM0.84 billion).
In contrast, the unsold under construction and not
constructed units recorded higher, increased to 801 units
and 202 units, respectively.

Transaksi

Prestasi subsektor pertanian kekal dengan pertumbuhan
sederhana sebanyak 4.1% dalam bilangan dan 4.8%
dalam nilai berbanding 2023. Terdapat 78,797 transaksi
bernilai RM19.57 bilion direkodkan (2023: 75,670
transaksi bernilai RM18.67 bilion). Dari segi penglibatan
kepada pasaran keseluruhan, subsektor ini dikedudukan
kedua, menguasai 18.7% daripada jumlah keseluruhan
transaksi. Namun begitu, sumbangan kepada nilai
transaksi hanya 8.4% daripada jumlah keseluruhan.
Mengikut negeri, bilangan transaksi tertinggi ditunjukkan
di Kedah dan Perak, masing-masing menyumbang
17.5% (13,796 transaksi) dan 15.5% (12,225 transaksi),
daripada jumlah transaksi subsektor pertanian.

Price

The industrial market remains robust, with some
price increments observed in selected locations. The
upward trend could be attributed to growing demand
for warehouses and storage due to the expansion of
data centers and e-commerce, particularly in Johor and
Selangor. In the Southern Region, prices of terraced
factories in Johor Bahru show an upward trend, increasing
between 3.5% and 10.0% in the selected scheme.

In the Central Region, prices of industrial property
in Selangor showed marginal growth momentum. In
Selangor, one and a-half story terraced factories in
Petaling, Gombak, Klang, and Hulu Langat Districts enjoy
capital appreciation ranging between 2.4% and 8.5%, with
prices transacted as high as RM2.78 million. Likewise, in
Pulau Pinang, similar property types in Seberang Perai
Tengah also recorded a slight upward movement above
3.5%, transacted at prices ranging from RM838,000 to
RM1.17 million. Price appreciation was also observed for
one and a-half-story semi-detached factories in several
schemes in all major states.

2.4 AGRICULTURE PROPERTY
Transaction

The performance of the agriculture sub-sector was
sustained with modest growth of 4.1% in volume and
4.8% in value as compared to 2023. There were 78,797
transactions worth RM19.57 billion recorded (2023:
75,670 transactions worth RM18.67 billion). In terms
of overall market contribution, the sub-sector ranked
second, dominating 18.7% of the total transaction
volume. Nevertheless, contribution to the transaction
value only 8.4% from national total. By state, the highest
transaction volumes were observed in Kedah and Perak,
accounting for 17.5% (13,796 transactions) and 15.5%
(12,225 transactions), respectively, of the national total
agriculture sub-sector. In terms of value, Johor led
the market with 25.8%, followed by Selangor, which
contributed with 15.8%.

During the review period, a total of 64 estate land
transactions were recorded, valued at RM3.63 billion.
These transactions were collected across various states:
35 in Sabah, six in Perak, five in Johor, four in Selangor,
three each in Negeri Sembilan, Kedah, and Sarawak,
two each in Pulau Pinang and Pahang, and one in
Melaka. Of these 64 transactions, 37 estate lands were
sold in 2024, 22 estate lands were concluded in 2023,
and another five in 2022.

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Price

Prices of agricultural land were generally stable, with
increases recorded in strategic locations with good
accessibility as well as those nearby development areas. In
the Northern Region, oil palm lands in Manjung witnessed
higher increases by more than 10.0%, transacted from
RM383,000 to RM558,000 per hectare. In the Southern
Region, oil palm lands also recorded a positive movement
in Johor, increasing between 2.3% and 8.6%, mostly
in Muar and Tangkak. In Kedah, prices of rubber lands
were generally stable with higher prices recorded in Kuala
Muda transacted as high as RM667,000 per hectare.
Meanwhile in Johor, interior rubber lands in Segamat
rose by 4.5% and more than 6.9%, transacted between
RM217,000 and RM259,000 per hectare. Furthermore,
the interior double-cropped paddy lands in Kubang Pasu,
Pendang and Kulim recorded price movements of 7.2%
to 11.6% in several strategic locations with Kulim secured
a higher price, transacted between RM259,000 and
RM444,000 per hectare.



3.0 PROSPEK 2025

3.0 2025 OUTLOOK

Malaysia’s economy is forecasted to expand by 4.5%
to 5.5% in 2025, according to Economic Outlook 2025,
Ministry of Finance (MofF), supported by a resilient
external sector, benefitting from improved global trade.
Additionally, robust domestic demand, fuelled by strong
private sector expenditure, will support the expansion,
through continued implementation of key national master
plans and ongoing initiatives. The implementation
of pertinent initiative which is Government-linked
Enterprises Activation and Reform Programme (GeAR-
uP), will synergise efforts across government-linked
entities to catalyse growth in high growth sectors.

The non-residential
buildings subsector is projected to expand further,
supported by strong demand for industrial facilities
from the realisation of approved investments, coupled
with the development of new industrial areas such as
the Kerian Integrated Green Industrial Park (KIGIP)
and Johor-Singapore Special Economic Zone (JS-
SEZ). The residential buildings subsector is anticipated
to expand, driven by sustained demand for affordable
housing as underlined by the Economy MADANI
Framework, alongside new development projects by
the private sector.

The Step-Up Financing Scheme under SKJP was
introduced as a Government guarantee of up to RM5
billion specifically for youngsters seeking to purchase
their first home, with a lower instalment rate for the
first five years.

Funding RM200 million through UDA for the
development of affordable housing for rakyat on
waqf lands.

Forest City has been approved as a Duty Free Island
to boost tourism and local economic activities. In
addition, an incentive package for the Forest City
Special Financial Zone was announced in September
2024 to boost financial services activities, such as
global business financial services and fintech.

Government will provide special incentives under the
Johor-Singapore Special Economic Zone (JS-SEZ) to
attract high-quality investments and high-value jobs,
which will be announced by the end of this year.



Dari segi pembangunan infrastruktur, kerajaan telah
mencadangkan peruntukan bagi beberapa projek yang
sedang dijalankan dan projek baharu di bawah Bajet
2025 yang dijangka dapat memacu aktiviti ekonomi,
antara lain:

iv. Menaik taraf lorong motosikal Lebuhraya
Persekutuan.

Memandangkan ekonomi negara diunjur berkembang
sebanyak 4.5% hingga 5.5% pada 2025, pasaran harta
tanah dijangka mengekalkan trajektori pertumbuhannya,
didorong oleh aktiviti transaksi yang mampan.
Pelaksanaan kerangka Ekonomi MADANI, disokong oleh
pelancaran strategi daripada dasar dan pelan tindakan
yang padu, terutamanya Pelan Hala Tuju Peralihan
Tenaga Nasional (NETR) dan Pelan Induk Perindustrian
Baharu 2030 (NIMP 2030), akan meningkatkan ekonomi
Malaysia dan seterusnya merangsang pengembangan
pasaran harta tanah. Selain itu, sokongan berterusan
kerajaan, ditambah dengan prestasi ekonomi Malaysia
yang kukuh, dijangka akan meneruskan pertumbuhan
positif dalam pasaran harta tanah.

On the infrastructure development front, the government
has proposed allocations on several ongoing and new
projects under the revised Budget 2025 which are
expected to spur the economic activities, among others:

« The construction of new roads to enhance

accessibility, as follows:

i.  Construct bridges and roads from Nanga Belawai
to Song-Kapit, Sarawak;

ii. Upgrade Jalan Bahau-Keratong, Jempol, Negeri
Sembilan;

ii. 'Upgrade Jalan Persiaran Wawasan, Kangar,
Perlis from two to four lanes;

iv. Upgrade motorcycle lane of Lebuhraya
Persekutuan.

As the national economy is projected to expand by
4.5% to 5.5% in 2025, the property market is expected
to maintain its growth trajectory, driven by sustained
transaction activity. The implementation of the Ekonomi
MADANI framework, supported by the rollout of
strategies from a cohesive policy and action plan,
notably the National Energy Transition Roadmap (NETR)
and the New Industrial Master Plan 2030 (NIMP 2030),
will boost Malaysia’s economi and further stimulate
the expansion of the property market. Furthermore,
ongoing government support, coupled with Malaysia’s
strong economic performance, is expected to continue
a positive growth in the property market.

In the high-rise residential segment saw strong
performances. In Kuala Lumpur, condominium/apartment
located in prominent areas served with efficient road
linkages indicating an increase, including 18 Madge
(12.6%), Prisma Cheras (11.6%), Kondominium Pantai
Estet (10.8%), Residensi 333 Kepong / Three33 Residensi
(9.7%) and Kondominium Rimbun (9.5%).

Meanwhile, condominium/ apartment in Selangor namely
Pangsapuri Sri Penaga@Pusat Bandar Puchong, Taman
Pandan Indah, Pangsapuri Putra Impian, Juta Mines
Kondominium and Taman Kajang Utama, witnessed
an increase of 9.7%, 9.7%, 9.2%, 9.0% and 9.0%
respectively. However, some declines were recorded in
selected schemes for terraced houses and condominium/
apartment in the region.

House Price Index

All House Price Index for Kuala Lumpur and Selangor
stood at 202.5 points and 229.9 points respectively.
The average all house price for in Selangor stood at
RM557,425 in 2024%, increased from RM540,704 in 2023,
while in Kuala Lumpur the house price rise to RM803,846

Rental

The residential rental market in the Central Region was
generally stable. Average rental yield for double storey
terraced houses in the Central Region obtained between
1.5% and 9.2%. In Selangor, double storey terraced houses
saw double-digit rental increases in Bandar Rimbayu
(16.4%), Bandar Tropicana Aman (15.5%), Bandar
Mahkota Banting (Brooklands) (12.5%), Taman Seri Jarum
(12.1%), Taman Cheras Perdana (10.7%) and Taman Sri
Jaromas (Tamera) (10.3%), with a rental fetching ranging
from RM1,000 to RM2,000 per month. Similar property
type in Kuala Lumpur showed the highest rental rate in
Damansara Heights and Desa Park City (Casaman), with a
monthly rental rate of RM8,500 to RM12,500 per month and
RM8,000 to RM10,000 per month, respectively.

Meanwhile, for condominium/ apartment, average rental
yield for across the region was in the range of 1.5% to 8.9%.

2.2 COMMERCIAL PROPERTY
Transaction

The commercial property in the Central Region recorded
19,215 transactions worth RM36.67 billion, increased by
17.1% in volume and 90.6% in value against 2023. The
growth was driven by a 20.7% increase in transaction
volume in Kuala Lumpur and a 15.2% rise in Selangor.
Meanwhile, Putrajaya saw a decline of 42.9%.

Selangor continued to drive the sub-sector with 3,956
transaction worth RM5.91 billion, accounting for 83.8%
and 73.3% respectively of the shop transactions volume
and value. Kuala Lumpur took up 16.0% market share
in transactions volume and 26.3% in transactions value,
followed by Putrajaya contribute a slight share of 0.2%
and 0.5% in transactions volume and value.

Market Status

The shop overhang situation in Central Region has
shown an increase in numbers. Kuala Lumpur recorded
the highest declined 52.2% (11 units) compared 23
units in 2023, followed by Putrajaya by 8 units (2023: 9
units). However, Selangor recorded a slight increase of
6.1% (397 units) compared to 374 units in 2023. Value
also declined in tandem, Kuala Lumpur and Putrajaya
decreased by 52.2% (2023: RM8.05 million) and 11.1%
(2023: RM34.33 million, respectively. Contrarily, Selangor
increased by 3.6% (2023: RM439.14 million).

Construction Activity

Generally, construction activities in Central Region showed
an upward trend against the preceding year. Completion in
Kuala Lumpur increased to 193 units, compared to 2023
(nil). Meanwhile, Selangor saw a declined, with 261 units,
decreased from 301 units in 2023, while Putrajaya remained
nil in 2024.

Starts in Selangor recorded the highest volume by 1,077
units (2023: 932 units), followed by Kuala Lumpur with 7
units, and Putrajaya remained nil in 2024.

Likewise, in the new planned supply stage, Selangor
showed the highest increase of 1,510 units (2023: 988
units). While Kuala Lumpur recorded 27 units (2023: 11
units) and Putrajaya remained nil in 2024.

The serviced apartment/SOHO overhang, unsold under
construction, and unsold not constructed situation is
stable in the Central Region. Kuala Lumpur and Putrajaya
recorded lower overhangs at 12.1% (4,847 units) and 3.6%
(81 units), respectively. Contrarily, Selangor recorded 3,128
overhang units in 2024.

Similarly, unsold under construction in Kuala Lumpur
showed a decrease of 8.9%, while Selangor increased by
37.1%. However, unsold not constructed in the Central
Region shows an increase of 49.5% and 10.7% respectively.
Putrajaya remained nil in 2024.

Region saw mixed movement across the board. In Kuala
Lumpur City Centre (section 1-100), serviced apartments
namely K Residence (Avenue K), 10 Stonor, Four Seasons
Place and Vogue Suites One increased by 14.7%, 11.5%,
8.5% and 8.0% respectively.

Similarly, in Selangor, similar property types in Verde
Residence, Setia City Residences and Sk One Residence
in the district of Petaling also witnessed a marginal increase
of 9.5%, 8.0% and 7.7% respectively.

Rental

The serviced apartment’s rental market was generally
stable. The increment in rental was seen at Residensi
Xtreme Meridian in Gombak (9.1%), Menara Eclipse 2 in
Cyberjaya (8.4%), 188 Suite in Kuala Lumpur City Centre
(10.6%), and Vogue Suites One also in Kuala Lumpur City
Centre (10.3%), fetching a monthly rental of RM2,200 to

Meanwhile
SOHO units at Marc Residences, in Kuala Lumpur,
recorded the highest rental rate at RM3,500 to RM4,200 per
month, decreased slightly by 4.3% compared to RM4,000 to
RM4,200 recorded last year.

The NCT Group of Companies (NCT Group) has
introduced the NCT Smart Industrial Park (NSIP), a
significant initiative within the South Selangor Integrated
Regional Development (IDRISS), with an estimated
Gross Development Value (GDV) reaching up to RM10
billion.

Spanning 296.43 hectares, NSIP is set to showcase
cutting-edge infrastructure, artificial intelligence (Al),
Internet of Things (loT) technology, advanced data
analytics, and other advancements in digitalization and
automation, all planned over a 10-year development
period.

The park is expected to become a central hub for the
electrical and electronics (E&E) sector, semiconductors,
smart logistics, transportation, and industries driven by
the Fourth Industrial Revolution (4IR).

State Details
Selangor 1. Rumah Idaman

*  Rumah Idaman is an initiative and formula by MBI Selangor and the Selangor State
Government to provide a solution for home ownership for Selangor citizens. The objective
is to achieve the Selangor State Housing Policy by providing “A Perfect Home for A Family”.

+ ltis an upgraded Rumah Selangorku with better specifications and interior fixtures and fittings
like tile, furniture, etc. offered to B40 and M40 that do not own a house yet.

2. Skim Smart Rental and Skim Smart Rental Ownership to Stay (2Stay

+  Was introduced in 2020 and continues until 2024

+  This programme is affordable rental for a maximum of a 5 years rental period with the option
to transition to a rent-to-own scheme.

+ Tenants are eligible for a 30% rebate of their total rent payment.

+  The rental of Rumah Selangorku Harapan and Rumah Idaman units is aimed at helping those
who find it difficult to get a bank loan to buy their first house as well as helping the low-income
group (B40) to own a home for less than RM200,000.

*  Rumah Selangorku Harapan and Rumah Idaman units are equipped with air conditioning,
kitchen cabinets, clothes cabinets and water heaters.

«  Through the Selangor Budget 2023, the State Government has agreed to allocate RM115
million for the purchases of 500 additional units and aim to prepare up to the year 2025 as
much as 3,000 units of the Smart Rental Scheme.

+ To realize the target of 3,000 Smart Rent Scheme units up to year 2025, the proposed
purchase of the Rent Smart Scheme will continue in the year 2024 with a target of 810 units
with an additional allocation of RM220 million.

3. Skim Ceria Home Repair Programme
36 + This scheme was introduced to repair a house for B40 group which is the property which is
considered are not suitable for occupied.

+ Selangor State Government has allocated RM10 million for the year 2024.

Selangor 4, SelangorAﬁordabIe Homes (Rumah Selangorku 3.0)

This policy is provided to supersede the Selangorku 2.0 and have been implemented since 2
April 2018.

This policy still maintained its objective as “Satu Keluarga Satu Kediaman Yang Sempurna”.
Previously Rumah Selangorku have been classified into various types of units, depending on
the income level.

Under the Rumah Selangorku 3.0 initiative which was launched in January 2023, there are
some changes in the aspect of development zones, development components, specifications,
development control and enforcement.

The development has been categorised into 4 zones as follows:

- Zone 1: High Density Area

- Zone 2: Urban Area

- Zone 3: Sub-Urban Area

- Zone 4: Rural Area

+ This will be realised between the cooperation of Lembaga Perumahan Hartanah Selangor
(LPHS) and the developer.

Restoration Of Abandoned Housing Projects

¢+ The Selangor State Government through the Selangor Housing and Property Board (LPHS) has
taken proactive steps in overcoming abandoned projects problem by ensuring the restoration
of abandoned housing projects with the establishment of the Jawatankuasa Pemulihan Projek
Terbengkalai (JPPT) for the purpose of discussion and cooperation of all parties involved.

+  Atotal of 178 abandoned projects involving 36,342 buyers were recorded to date. The Selangor
State Government has successfully completed as many as 101 housing projects in the State of
Selangor involving 39,476 housing units since 2007.

« In 2024, the State Government has also allocated RM18 million into the Selangor State
Tabung Pemulihan Projek Terbengkalai (TEPAT) to accelerate the restoration of abandoned
housing projects.

+ The State Government expects to restore more abandoned projects in Selangor. For example,
the state government has spent approximately RM11.4 million to develop infrastructure
facilities in the Projek Pembesaran Kampung Koskan in Serendah and Desa Mawar in Kuala
Selangor which has been abandoned for more than 20 years. The infrastructure repair works
have been fully completed and the residents of the village can now enjoy the new infrastructure
facilities.

¢+ In addition to using the available remaining TEPAT Fund, the State Government with the
cooperation of the Ministry of Housing and Local Government (KPKT) has agreed to restore
three (3) abandoned projects in Selangor under the provisions of the Inisiatif Belanjawan 2023
Pemulihan Projek Perumahan Swasta Terbengkalai amounting to RM7.25 million. It consists
of two projects i.e. one at Taman Meru Makmur in Klang and another at Pangsapuri Impian
Meru, Klang.

. Task Force for Initiative of Issuing Strata Title for Housing and Property

+ The State Government plans to establish a committee/ task force to resolve issues related to
issuance of strata title for apartments that have been occupied for a long time without strata
ownership.

+  This committee/ task force will be coordinated jointly by the Selangor Housing and Property
Board (LPHS) and Selangor Land and Mines Office (Pejabat Tanah dan Galian Selangor) and
given an allocation of RM200,000 from the State Government to resolve issues related to the
issuance of strata title.

. Strata Community Rewang Programme, Empowering the PPR Community and Smart Rental

Scheme (Program Rewang Komuniti Strata, Memperkasakan Komuniti PPR dan Skim Smart

Sewa)

+ The Strata Community Rewang Programme is a programme that strengthens the role of the
community among the residents in the apartments. An estimated RM500,000 will be allocated
for this programme. This programme is expected to last for two (2) days and one (1) night
with maximum community participation through various events such as gotong royong, sports,
cultural performances and so on.

+  Aprovision of RM300,000 under the Baikpulih Projek Perumahan Rakyat will be allocated for
programmes that are capable for empowering the PPR community and Smart Rent Scheme
as well as promotions related to affordable housing.

10. Rumah Kerajaan Prihatin untuk golongan B40

This programme is intended to help the B40 group and the less capable to have a comfortable
and safe residence through the implementation of the Program Bantuan Rumah Kerajaan
Prihatin. There are two (2) types of assistance under this programme, namely home
improvement and assistance to build a new house, which are subject to the conditions set
upon.

+ In 2023, the Selangor State Government will have spent RM1.994 million to help 38 families.
This programme continues in 2024 with an allocation of RM2 million and is placed under
the Portfolio Pembasmian Kemiskinan. The main focus will be given to home improvement
assistance applications to ensure more people can be assisted and reap benefits from the
existing provisions.

1. Dasar Residensi Wilayah (RW)

Dasar Rumah Mampu Milik Wilayah Persekutuan (RUMAWIP) was launched by the Ministry

of Federal Territories (KWP) on 8 April 2013. However, from 1 February 2019, RUMAWIP was

rebranded as Residensi Wilayah (RW) in line with the Government’s aspirations to provide

and popularize housing affordability that is more comfortable for Federal Territories citizens.

There are 2 types of affordable houses under Dasar Residensi Wilayah which are:

o Residensi Wilayah — Houses priced below RM300,000. Gross income of RM15,000 or
below (working husband and wife) or RM10,000 (single)

o Residensi Prihatin Madani — Houses priced below RM200,000. The applicant’s household
gross income must not be more than RM8,000 per month.

This policy is special for applicants born, living or working in the Federal Territories.

At least one (1) percent of the entire RW unit must be allocated to the disabled on the ground

floor with all the costs of providing disabled facilities included in the residential units fully borne

by the developer.

12. Residensi Wilayah: Development Incentives and Facilities for Developers

To encourage the development and provision of RW in the Federal Territory, various
incentives and facilities are given to housing developers to balance the cross-subsidy method
implemented subject to OSC consideration.

RW construction is exempted from development charges according to the percentage built
as follows:

% Residensi Wilayah % of Development
Caj Exemption
30% 30%
50% 50%
70% 70%
100% 100%

Contribution of Development Service Money (ISF) for the purpose of road construction is given
a reduction of 50 percent.

Areduction in parking ratio calculations may be considered for RW projects in Transit-Oriented
Development (TOD) areas.

Developers are eligible for a Special Lane (Green Lane) for land-related matters at Pejabat
Pengarah Tanah dan Galian Wilayah Persekutuan (PTGWP) / Unit Jawatankuasa Kerja Tanah
Wilayah Persekutuan (UJKTWP).

13. Rumah Majlis (Council Home), DBKL

Rumah Majlis (Council Home) with a minimum area of 750 square feet per unit on DBKL-
owned sites to be rented to qualified city residents at a rental rate lower than the market rate
for a certain period. This Council Home will benefit the B40 and M40 groups. Council Home
projects under construction as follows:

2023. Melaka and Johor recorded an increase of 29.8%
and 4.9% in volume as well as 22.9% and 13.9% in value,
respectively. Negeri Sembilan recorded the reverse, seeing
a slight decrease in volume and value of 16.4% and 13.9%
compared to 2023.

Rental

The residential rental market in the Southern Region
was generally stable with some improvement recorded
in selected areas. Rental firmed up in prominent choice
locations mainly due to tenancy renewals, rental reviews,
and good infrastructure and amenities.

In Melaka, single-storey semi-detached houses in Taman
Bukit Melaka, Melaka Tengah recorded the highest increase
in average rental change of 29.4% to RM1,100 per month
(2023: RM850 per month). This increase is due to the
scheme’s location being close to amenities and facilities
such as Multimedia University (MMU), Bukit Beruang, and
Melaka International Trade Centre (MITC), as well as new
schemes being developed nearby.

The rental rate increased to RM1,500 and RM2,300 per
month (2023: RM1,500 and RM1,650 per month) also
due to the same factors and its location being close to the
Johor-Singapore Rapid Transit System Link construction
area.

2.2 COMMERCIAL PROPERTY
Transaction

The commercial property in the Southern Region recorded
13,258 transactions worth RM11.78 billion, increased
by 12.3% in volume and 18.4% in value against 2023.
Transaction volume in Johor and Melaka increased 28.2%
and 4.8%, respectively. Contrarily, Negeri Sembilan
slightly decreased by 4.4% in review period.

Price and Rental

In the commercial sub-sector, shop prices as a whole for
this region show a stable movement where the average
price change is in the range of 10%. An exception for two
storey terrace shops in Taman Desaru Utama, Kota Tinggi,
Johor, with an increase in price of 13.1% due to the rapid
development of new schemes in the area, has become a
business focus for Bandar Penawar and the surrounding
area.

Rental of ground floor shop in the region also was generally
stable. Taman Tasik Indah, Kluang, Johor recorded
increased 20.8% with a rental between RM1,300 and
RM1,600 per month (2023: RM1,100 hingga RM1,300) due
to rapid development in the area with the emergence of
new housing schemes such as Taman Kluang Perdana and
Taman Bukit Perdana.

b. Serviced Apartment/ SOHO
Transaction

Serviced apartment/SOHO in the Southern Region
recorded 5,132 transaction worth RM3.10 billion, formed
38.7% of transactions volume and 26.3% of the total
value commercial property. By state, Johor contributed the
highest market volume market share with 93.2% (4,781
transactions).

Market Status

Generally, the serviced apartments/SOHO overhang and
unsold situations showed downtrend movement across the
region by 11.6% as compared to 2023.

Contrarily, unsold under constructions and unsold not
constructions showed upward trend. Johor was the highest
contributor to the increase in units at the sales with 4,794
units (2023: 4,888 units) in unsold under constructions and
1,762 (2023: 0 units) in unsold not constructions.

Construction Activity

Construction activities of serviced apartments/SOHQ in the
region showed a good sign in all stages of development
as compared to 2023. Johor strengthened with more
completions, starts, and new planned supply recorded.
Similarly, Melaka charted more starts in the review period.

In addition to affordable housing and PPR, one of the state government's efforts to

ensure that housing developers can provide homes at affordable prices to the people

of Johor is the provision of affordable housing for the people of Johor, whether through

ownership or rental.

In order to ensure that housing developers can provide homes at affordable prices to

the people of the state of Johor, the State Government has already introduced the Johor

Affordable Housing Policy which requires developers to implement the construction of

60% of the free market housing component which is equivalent to building 40% of their

affordable housing.

These Affordable Homes are also sold at prices starting from RM50,000 up to RM300,000

and this figure is much cheaper when compared to the price that should be sold at the

market price.

In conclusion, the types of housing construction projects that the Johor nation can afford

include:

- Component 40 % of Affordable Homes built by developers

- Affordable houses built by the Johor State Government through the State GLC

- Houses built by Central Government GLCs such as PR1MA and SPNB

- Transit houses or Government rental houses under the Johor State Government as
well as the People's Housing Project or PPR under the KPKT

- Aid schemes to build new houses, namely the Poor People's Housing Program
(PPRT) under the Ministry of Rural and Regional Development and SPNB's People
Friendly Houses under the Ministry of Local Government Development. Rumah Kasih
Johor Program under the Johor State Government.

- The relaxation of Malaysia My Second home-MM2H conditions and the increase in rental
rates in Singapore

This program has had a positive impact on the Johor state economy, especially in the
property sector. The following are some of the effects of the implementation of the
program in the Johor property sector:

- Increased in volume of the property sales - Since the relaxation of MM2H conditions
and the increase in rental rates in Singapore, property sales in Johor have increased.
Many workers from Singapore and Singaporeans themselves buy property in this
state. It is expected to further stimulate the property sector and help solve the problem
of unsold properties.

- High demand for property: With the recent revision to MM2H which reduced the
minimum age limit to 30 years and relaxed the financial condition of the state of Johor
it is expected that there will be this higher demand. This means more investment
activities and property purchases in the state of Johor

- Encouragement to the Property Industry: The announcement of the relaxation of
MM2H conditions was welcomed by the state government, especially in helping to
overcome the problem of unsold properties. With this, the property sector in Johor will
continue to grow and benefit the state's economy.

In conclusion, the relaxation of MM2H conditions and the increase in rental rates in

Singapore have had a positive effect on real estate sales in Johor and the tourism sector

in general.

- Property Overhang in Johor Bahru — Serviced Apartment

The State Government believes that the image that says that unsold 'service apartments'

which seem to encompass one state of Johor actually only occurs in certain areas.

Although it is in the area of Johor Bahru City Council and Iskandar Putri City Council, but

its position is only in certain areas, namely in the International Zone Area as much as

11,029 units (contributing 25% of the units launched) and outside the International Zone

as many as 1,617 units (contributing 11.9% of the units launched). Therefore, this shows

that the demand in the state of Johor for service apartments is still high with a percentage

of almost 80%. (Source: Overhang Data Report - Johor State Unsold Properties Third

Quarter 2023 NAPIC)

However, in order to overcome this problem from continuing, the state government has

taken steps and actions as follows:

- The creation of a 'Taskforce' for Unsold Properties which is composed of BPENJ,
SUKKT, PKPJ, Plan Malaysia and JPPH

on market research and property demand to enable the PBT to assess the feasibility
of the project

- The imposition of additional conditions for the approval of serviced apartments by
making JPPH one of the commenting agencies, particularly in relation to market
research and property demand.
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- Affordable houses in Johor

built by 2026 where a total of 13,461 units of Rumah Mampu Milik Johor (RMMJ) have

been completed from 2022 to November 2024

Unsold not constructed situation
improved in Perak as the state recorded lower number of
units compared to 2023.

Completion units in Pulau Pinang
and Perlis increased, except Perak and Kedah dropped
by 11.2% and 3.5% as compared to 2023. Starts in Pulau
Pinang and Perak recorded an increase of 74.3% and
4.9%, respectively, while Perlis and Kedah recorded a
drop of 8.4% and 6.0%, respectively, during the review
period. New planned supply for Pulau Pinang increased
by two-fold, followed by Kedah (19.4%), while Perlis and
Perak dropped by 26.7% and 22.5%, respectively.

The residential rental market for landed properties in city
areas such as Alor Setar and Kangar were generally stable.
In Ipoh and Georgetown, the rental increased in the range
of 2.3% to 22.5% and 3.5% to 10.0% depending on the
location of the housing schemes.

Whereas for high-rise properties, Ipoh showed an upward
trend in the range of 2.9% to 9.8%. However, stratified units
in several schemes located in Pulau Pinang showed mixed
trends in the review period.

2.2 COMMERCIAL PROPERTY

Transaction

The commercial sub-sector recorded 7,215 transactions
worth RM5.7 billion in the review period. The transaction

volume increased by 5.3%, as compared to 2023, while the
transaction value dropped by 14.2%.

The construction activities varied among the states in
the Northern Region. Pulau Pinang Completion for Pulau
Pinang increased by 54.6% followed by Perlis (16.7%),
compared to 2023. Starts in Pulau Pinang increased by
81.7% except for Kedah, Perlis and Perak, which decreased
by 74.1%, 63.9% and 47.0%. New planned supply for all
states increased except Perlis, which decreased by 90.3%.

2.3 AGRICULTURAL PROPERTY
Transaction

The agricultural sub-sector remains the second leading
sub-sector after residential with 29,653 transactions,
accounting for 27.5% of the region’s property transactions.
Kedah was the main contributor to agriculture market
activity with 13,796 transactions, followed by Perak (12,225
transactions), Pulau Pinang (1,820 transactions) and Perlis
(1,812 transactions).

2.3 AGRICULTURE PROPERTY
Transaction

The agricultural sub-sector contributed 27.7% to the total
market in the East Coast Region. There were 19,005
transactions worth RM2.53 billion, marking an increase of
41.0% in volume and 20.5% in value compared to 2023.

Transaction activity showed mixed trends, with Kelantan
recorded nearly double the transactions, followed by
Pahang with a 9.5% increase, while Terengganu saw
a slight decline of 1.6%. In terms of transaction value,
Kelantan recorded an 88.7% increase, followed by Pahang
7.4% and Terengganu 6.8%, respectively.

Enforcement of Affordable Homes (RMM)

The State Government, through the Office of the Government Secretary
(Housing Division) in collaboration with the Terengganu State Economic
Development Corporation (PMINT), is actively conducting investigations to
enforce the ownership of Terengganu State Affordable Housing (RMM).

This enforcement aims to ensure that housing assistance is provided to those
who genuinely need a home. Among the offenses and violations identified are
renting out RMM units, failing to occupy them, and having payment arrears.
Additionally, PMINT has found that some RMM recipients have breached the
conditions by renovating their homes while still under the rental period.

The State Government also insists that any information in the application and
ownership of the RMM is subject to Section 18 of the Malaysian Anti-Corruption
Commission Act 2009 (Act 694): Offense of Providing / Using Documents
Containing False Details with Intent to Defraud for Personal Gain.

Felda Land Issue : Terengganu Demands People’s Rights

This issue was highlighted by Dr. Azman Ibrahim, Chairman of the Terengganu
Agriculture, Agro-based Industry, Food Security, and Commodities Committee,
during the Felda Land Issues Coordination Meeting between the State
Government and Felda representatives last March.

This issue concerns 13,686 hectares of land owned by the state government,
which has been cultivated by Felda since 1985 without a legal title, with the
state government receiving no benefits as the landowner. The land was also
included in the assets transferred by Felda to Felda Global Ventures (FGV) in
2012 and subsequently listed on the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange as part of
FGV’s assets.

The state government has no option but to assert its rights, along with the rights
of the people of Terengganu, by demanding payment of land premiums, land
taxes, and profit sharing from Felda.

Kelantan Affordable Housing Policy (RMMK)

The Electronic Land Development System (E-LADEV) is an initiative by the Department of
Lands and Surveys to streamline applications for various land development processes. This
system allows users to apply for services such as the conversion of land title conditions, land
subdivision, approval for the transfer of land titles, extension of development covenants, renewal
of lease periods, reinstatement of lease terms to 999 years, and other land development-related
applications. By offering these services through a centralized platform, E-LADEV aims to enhance
the efficiency and accessibility of land management processes for all stakeholders.

The Sabah State Government will implement a new policy requiring a 30 percent Bumiputera
quota in private housing development starting from December 1, 2024.

The Sabah State Cabinet has approved the Sabah-Malaysia My Second Home (Sabah-MM2H)
program and will begin accepting applications starting 1 July, with approvals within 8-10 weeks.
The program is only valid in Sabah and does not allow applicants to work in Malaysia or purchase
affordable housing by foreigners.

Program requirements include:

Applicants must be at least 30 years old.

They must come from countries with diplomatic relations with Malaysia.

They are only allowed to purchase properties worth a minimum of RM600,000.

The program aims to attract individuals to settle in Sabah and contribute to the local economy
and culture.

Housing Developers in Sarawak No Longer Obligated to Build Affordable Homes

+ The Sarawak Government has eliminated the requirement for 30% allocation for affordable
homes in housing development projects that exceeding 10 acres (4.047 Hectares) and this
already implement in first quarter of 2024.

+ The payment quantum is still in discussion that is how much the developer needs to pay per acre
to the state’s trust fund based on the value of the land and the project's location. For example,
if 30 per cent involves a total of 50 low-cost housing units, the state will assess it based on the
market prices.

+ The developers that involved in projects that span 10 acres, or more are required to make
compensation in lieu of a housing fund which would allow the state government to use these
funds for the development of affordable homes on the specific project sites.

+ The reason state to take control of affordable housing construction was made as some property
developers were not serious in developing such projects. By empowering the state government to
oversee the construction of low-cost homes, the state hopes to prevent issues of delay in projects
such as Sentoria Borneo Samariang Garden which was supposed to be completed in 2020.

Hotel inventory includes:

* Hotels that offer 10 rooms and above as
defined by the Ministry of Tourism-

* Motels, lodging homes, chalets, cabins,
cottages, kampung houses, resort hotels.

* Purpose-built hotels and multi-purpose
buildings or modified buildings with a licence
to operate as a hotel.

Excludes:
Hostels, serviced apartments and public operated
rest houses.

The Leisure Property Stock Report also includes
serviced apartments, which are a number of units
within a building that also provides a short-term
accommodation for hotel guests and travellers who
pay for the services provided. Each unit provides
more space compared to a hotel room and has a
home atmosphere like a living room, a dining room,
a kitchenette and a choice of bedrooms from one
to four rooms with attached bathrooms. Services
provided are very similar to hotels. These units are
similar to those under residential stock except that
hoteliers own them or run them as an alternative
to hotel rooms.

Included in the leisure property stock report are
serviced apartments owned by companies who
operate them with a hotel operator’s licence.

The Industrial Co-ordination Act 1975 (ICA)
defines industrial activity as the making, altering,
blending, ornamenting, finishing or otherwise
treating or adapting any article or substance
with a view of its use, sale, transport, delivery or
disposal; and includes the assembly of parts and
ship repairing but shall not include any activity
normally associated with retail or wholesale trade.
Industrial units also include stand-alone storage
facilities or warehouses that is not mentioned in
the ICA definition. However this publication has not
captured the data on storage facilities.

Property Types

The data is conducted by survey within and outside
local authority area. Property types include terraced,
semi-detached, detached, industrial complex and flatted
units.

Starting January 1, 2003 ‘property overhang” has been defined
as residential, commercial and industrial units that have been
completed and issued with a Certificate of Completion and
Compliance / Temporary Certificate of Fitness for Occupation
but remained unsold for more than nine months after it was
launched for sales on or after 1st January 1997.

Property overhang comprises residential units, commercial
units and industrial units that are completed with Certificate of
Completion and Compliance/ Temporary Certificate of Fitness
for Occupation in the review period. These units remained
unsold for more than nine months from the date of launching
or after 1st January 1997.

The value of overhang properties is derived from the average
selling price for the particular type of property offered for
sale by the developer multiplied by the number of overhang
property at the end of the review period.
